ART FORM:     VISUAL ART      STANDARD:   2  (STAGES  4 - 6)
SEASONAL PORTRAITS
OVERVIEW: 

Students produce portraits inspired by the seasonal portraits of Arcimboldo.  They discuss the colours and features that could imbue the feeling of the season. Students reference their image in a mirror following a demonstration of the proportions of the face. They ARE guided to embellish their portrait with items particular to a season (autumn leaves, acorns, gourds, spring blossom, icicles, snowflakes, thongs, beach umbrellas etc.) Students choose a colour palette suitable for a season (warm autumn hues, cool winter colours, sunny bright ‘seaside’ colours, fresh spring greens). The students are also asked to reflect upon their mood in a particular season.

Communicating ideas – representing aspects of their environment in their work (seasonal motifs)


Developing strategies – exploring the potential of materials to convey their ideas (impasto paint for autumn, watercolours for spring, oil pastels for summer and dye washes for winter.)


Understanding art making – ideas, emotions can be represented visually, used observation of themselves in a mirror to make a visual representation.


Influences – use work of Arcimboldo to inform their art making.�

Symbolism – assign colours and motifs to convey a particular seasonal mood


Style  - recognise that Arcimboldo has a distinctive style�
