PERSPECTIVE
OVERVIEW: 

Students use observation to create an artwork demonstrating the principle of perspective.  They manipulate and gain experience with a variety of materials and tools.  

Using a ‘favourite’ soft toy, children depict their toy by pencil drawing.  There is an emphasis on texture and using tone to depict contour, shape and form.  They prepare an appropriate environment for their toy in a landscape painting with a focus on foreground, mid-ground and background to illustrate the concept of perspective.  Soft toy drawings are reproduced in various sizes, using photocopier.    Images are then be coloured using dry pastels and manipulated to depict textural effects.  Images are then cut out and pasted on background on an appropriate plane.
