ART FORM:      VISUAL ART    STANDARD:     3  (STAGES  7 - 9)

SELF-PORTRAITS
OVERVIEW:  Students produce a self-portrait in the tradition of portrait artists such as Vermeer, Van Gogh Gainsborough and Gauguin. After instruction on the proportions of the face, students will choose an item to include in their self portrait such as a scarf, hat, flower or jewellery. Using thickly applied impasto paints, students paint their portrait with reference to textural ‘painterly’ effects of Van Gogh’s work. Students will use a combination of palette knives and paintbrushes to achieve the desired effects. The resulting work is titled “Self Portrait with ….” (hat, scarf, flower etc.)

Developing Strategies – students experiment with the inclusion of chosen objects to make a work that pleases them.


Understanding Art Making – understand that by using impasto paints they can achieve a similar effect to Van Gogh’s painting


Influences – by referencing the work of famous artists, students are sourcing ideas, images and concepts beyond their immediate environment.

Controlling the medium – students make choices about how they apply paint to achieve a particular effect and are willing to take risks, experiment and trial techniques.�

Symbolism – in observing and depicting their own image, students aim to represent a realistic portrayal as witnessed in the works of other portrait artists.�

Analysing – students become familiar with the work of some portrait artists and begin to build a store of visual references that will inform subsequent art works.


Intention – students begin to investigate what artists were trying to say in their artworks


Vocabulary – portrait, impasto, composition, proportion.�

Selecting and Applying Criteria – in choosing their particular item and deciding how to incorporate it in their composition, the students will take some responsibility for decisions about elements of art making.


Understanding formal elements – students reflect on the styles used by different artists �

Traditions – students become aware that their art works can tell stories about themselves and others.�
