Stage 10
Muriel can generate ideas to develop in her artwork however she may frequently require teacher guidance and prompting to help her in this process.  She can communicate her ideas but it is not always as a focused message and the clarity and effect of her message may be hindered by this.  With encouragement, Muriel will take some risks to explore the possibilities of her medium.  Developing her confidence in this area by continued practice would be a major step for her moving forward.  
Muriel is artistically competent however she can become distracted from her artistic goals because of the intricacies of multimedia.  She frequently needs to be reminded to think of the cohesiveness of the aesthetic choices she is making so that her work is a piece of art, rather than simply technically competent piece of ICT.
Muriel can apply a range of planning strategies in order to create a multimedia piece however she requires guidance and support in ensuring she uses these processes effectively.  She listens to and acts on advice but she needs to become more independent in making choices and decisions in her planning.  With increased understanding of the equipment and software, she will develop the confidence to do this. 
Muriel competently uses the basic elements of familiar software and equipment.  She is yet to fully explore the potential – both limitations and possibilities - of this software and equipment and this sometimes hinders the expression of her aesthetic intent.  Muriel may have accessed peripheral software or equipment, and understand how to use some of it independently, but requires considerable guidance if she is to begin to use these peripheral resources in the creation of her text. 
This student understands that ideas can be expressed in a variety of technical ways but needs reminding and support to experiment and persevere with technical issues in order to achieve the desired effect.
Muriel is interested in experiencing others’ work in this area and she is beginning to be influenced by particular styles, artists and genres.  She can engage with a body of artists’ work as presented by the teacher but needs to develop her own direction, interest and motivation in exploring the work of artists who interest her, and analysing their work at a deeper level.

Muriel expresses personal opinions about her own and others’ work, offering some reasons for her opinions.  She can identify some technical and aesthetic elements and is beginning to use media language to discuss these techniques but needs support in recognising the ways that these techniques are purposefully planned in order to manipulate the audience to respond in a particular way.  A major area for Muriel to develop here is to recognise the choices other artists are making and then apply this to her own work by starting to consciously plan for the effects she wants to achieve.
