WINTER
OVERVIEW:   Students view and discuss images of ‘cool’ colour characters like Jack Frost and the Snow Queen.  Attention is paid to features of characters and colours used to depict them.  Features of an appropriate background are also discussed (icicles, puddles, snow, etc).  Students draw their character, then outline in permanent black pen.  Washes in various shades of blue are applied to background and pastels in the same colour scheme are used on the figure.  Students are encouraged to use pastels subtly to create and enhance variations in hue.
