Visual Arts Standard Four Stage 12

Dialogue/transcript between teachers of a student, Boris, who has reached standard four in visual arts and notes to assist in his continued development in the field of visual arts.

Student: Boris 

Boris is a highly engaged and self motivated student and often completes and undertakes extra work in his own time without prompting.
His work is now solely original in content and he is now beginning to experiment more with his style and personal expression.
Boris plans and executes his work with care and thought and will source support imagery for his work. He is beginning to expand his knowledge of a wider range of art works and artists but teacher support and guidance is still critical in raising and deepening his awareness.
Boris has begun to select appropriate materials for his work outside what he is familiar and comfortable with and influence from other artists is starting to infiltrate his work. This needs to be encouraged along with risk taking and the opportunity to get ‘it wrong’ in experimentation. This is a particularly important process and a significant step towards further expanding his technical repertoire.
Positive feedback and praise from his peers, family and teachers is very important to Boris and continued display and exhibitions of his work is a critical to factor in maintaining his esteem in this area.
Boris effectively incorporates specific elements and principles of art to enhance the meaning of his work. This is happening with more frequent success and Boris will persevere with his original intention and plan for work. Boris does understand that art is a vehicle for communicating and is using his work to demonstrate understanding in other learning areas.
There is still a risk that Boris will revert to techniques that he knows he is successful with rather than adopting a bold or unfamiliar approach. Support and encouragement is needed to ensure that his esteem in this area is not damaged. A continued feeding of images, visits to exhibitions and exposure to new artworks is critical along with the connections made as to how art and artists influence each other.
It is also vitally important that the teacher is excited and enthusiastic in this area and that the creation of art works is recognised as intellectually challenging and satisfying to further encourage his aptitude and potential to move onto standard five.
