SNOW PLAY
OVERVIEW: 

Students reflect on the activities depicted in the book, “Snow Play “ by Gwenda Turner.  Selected students demonstrate a variety of action poses observed in the book (eg. throwing snowball, falling over, crouching, etc) and assisted by props (e.g. hats, scarves, gloves, boots).  Other students draw these poses, paying particular attention to the anatomical position of the body and their particular viewpoint.  Finished drawings are photocopied in various sizes by the teacher.

A wintry landscape is prepared by the students using the conventions of foreground, middle ground and background (perspective). Landscape is painted with attention to appropriate colours, details and textures.

Photocopied images are coloured using complementary colours to add visual impact on the monochromatic background. These images are cut and glued to the appropriate part of the landscape.
