LEARNING  OPPORTUNITIES

Expressive Movement

Explore: 


Quality of movement: fine, slow and sustained, “creep, crawl, prowl”


Stillness


Contrasting movement: “quick, with rapid glances” to still, like some animals


Stop, start, slow motion animation as a technique using the whole body


Onomatopoeic (sound words) movement e.g. “scrooch”


Expressing emotions, non-verbally: fear, terror, relief of rescue …


Use body sculpture to create a “sitee” where “nothing is rite”. Follow up with another showing building a safe haven�
Role Play / Characterisation
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Explore the dynamics of the relationship between Ben and Mrs Radinski


From a still picture of the coffee conversation, develop what is said between them. What’s Ben thinking when she talks; use alter-ego as the dramatic technique


Change the gender of the two protagonists – how does this change what is said?


Change the location to an outside venue in the city, at another time


Role play the rescuing of Ben, capturing his fear and disappointment


Explore the power of stance as indicative of a character’s mood e.g. bike rider, Ben on the final page�
Storytelling

Tell a story from Ben’s or Mrs Radinski’s  past when the “sitee” was “rite”


Develop a script of a conversation between the two characters


Story what happened in the past, using Boss of the Story or  Two Person Narration as a technique


Conduct interviews of Ben and Mrs Radinski in role


Write and share an emotive piece from your life in the style of Woolvs in the Sitee., selecting a story-telling technique to suit�
�
Reflecting
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Use feedback from peers and state how you would modify your work in response


Students clarify their emotional responses to the characters in the situation in the book through their classwork and presentation 


Discuss how darkness and light, silence and noise affect the mood of the piece�
Improvisation
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Improvise a scene between the two main characters


Improvise a scene introducing a new character (Who would it be? What would they contribute to the story?)


Improvise scenes around moving through doorways


Individually interpret “squinching out the window” and “peering through a chink in the door”�
Voice
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Using multiple voices, experiment with sounds that create the threat of the “sitee”


Experiment with voice to present an interpretation of the character


Understand the power of silence


Experiment with pace e.g. the “Lissen, lissen, Missus Radinski” page�

Presenting
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Present to peers work in progress


Decide who the appropriate audience for their final presentation piece should be and why


Choose a preferred style / form of drama from the expressive movement, role play, improvisation and storytelling activities to refine, rehearse and present�
