Expressive Movement

Experiment with Still Poses of fairytale characters e.g. giant, witch, king, focusing on size, shape and facial expression. Children hold a FREEZE.


(


Side coach children as they move through the daily events in the life of a giant, witch, royal person, knight.

Learn and enjoy the actions associated with “Once upon a Time in a Nursery Rhyme” (The Three Bears)

Create movements and actions to accompany chants e.g. “Who’s crossing my bridge?”�



Role Play / Characterisation

In groups, children create a still picture (TABLEAU) showing the beginning of a given fairytale.


(


Develop into 3 Still Pictures to create a sequence (no props required).


Between 2 pictures (FREEZE FRAMES), bring the action to life (Press Play).

Provide a dramatic play area with dress-ups and simple props. 


Create a cave or a throne-room to focus the role-play. 


Involve the class in a role-play e.g. preparing the decorations and feast for the ball.�

Experiment with the voices of various fairytale characters. Focus on loud and soft as well as emotions e.g. scary, kind, happy, lonely, important


Play with the chants from fairytales – Jack and the Beanstalk, Rumplestiltskin


Enjoy the rhyme “Once Upon a Time in a Nursery Rhyme” (The Three Bears)�

Reflecting

Audience share which clues they used to identify the Still Pictures fairytale.


Discuss what story starters such as “Once upon a time …” and “Long, long ago …” mean�



Performance (Presenting)

Share their 3-picture sequence, with their audience identifying the fairytale they have shown.


Present the chants of various fairytale characters to a supportive audience (peers, neighbouring class)�



Story-Telling

Children consider alternative endings to fairytales and tell these endings in Still Pictures with Narration or Mime with Narration.


Children enact in 3 Still Pictures or FREEZE FRAMES the beginning, middle and end of a fairytale. They ‘act out’ a scene taking on an appropriate role�
