Max has shown an ability and enthusiasm to generate original and engaging ideas with little prompting. She has shown that she is able to communicate her message effectively in most cases, beginning to use simple symbols and mood. She will sometimes take risks in order to convey the message in a novel way. She has shown that she is able to maintain the focus of her message over time despite technical challenges. 
Max has a strong aesthetic sense and this shows through in the conception of her ideas but is not always fully translated into her finished multimedia works. With more practice she should be able to consistently express her aesthetic in her finished work.  
Max consistently plans her work. She uses strategies for planning, in particular sketching out her ideas and articulating her message. She is open to suggestions and constructive criticism and after consideration may choose to modify her planning. 
Max has shown that she is confident and proficient with the use of the software and hardware that she requires predominantly to produce her pieces. She has explored the use of peripheral software/hardware and is able to apply elements of these in order to enhance her work. She shows initiative in seeking out technical solutions and when necessary will seek the appropriate assistance. Further knowledge regarding technical aspects will help her to be aware of the limitations and potential of equipment software packages and materials. 
She realises that ideas can be expressed or achieved in a variety of technical ways and is beginning to use techniques in integrated ways. She understands the potential of a variety of forms. She perseveres with editing, experimenting and refinement in order to achieve the artwork she desires. 
Max has started to develop a body of knowledge about other artists’ work in this area and we are beginning to see the influences of a number of artists informing her work. 
It is pleasing to see Max enthusiastically connecting with some artworks she has investigated. One area for Max to develop in is deepening her evaluation and analysis of others’ work.  She should also be encouraged to access a wider range of texts, in particular more challenging pieces.
