Refine the movement from the literal to the more abstract by manipulating original movements using the elements of dance eg make a pulling movement larger and slower, repeat an action to a set rhythm, use different body parts to do the action


Choose choreographic devices and spatial arrangements to communicate their idea


Structure and plan a dance with a beginning, middle and end


Teach sequences to others


Rehearse the dance, with commitment and increasing refinement


Rehearse and modify the dance in the space in which it will be performed�
