TROLLS
OVERVIEW : 

This is a ceramic project drawing inspiration from the trolls of Norway.  After viewing and discussing images of trolls gathered from various sources (books, postcards, Internet), students use the ‘pinch pot’ method to create a head and a body consisting of two hollow spheres. Finished trolls are then bisque fired.
In groups of three, students produce panoramas of Arctic Circle scenes and make collaborative aesthetic choices regarding composition, scale and perspective.  Each individual student works on a portion of the landscape that could be joined with the other works to create a panorama.  Trolls are coloured using under glazes in monochromatic cool colours and clear glazed before glaze firing.  Finished trolls are arranged appropriately in front of the panoramas for display.

•	Understanding art making


Clay is appropriate for depicting 3D trolls�
•	Developing vocabulary


Pinch pot, glaze, under glaze, bisque, firing, slip, cross hatching, kiln, stippling �

Understands the limitations of clay ( eg. thin appendages are fragile ) so that the object survives glazing, firing and drying�
•	Preparing,, curating and annotating


Students will need to ensure that individual components of the panorama ‘flows’ to produce a cohesive landscape
