Online Campus





Online Campus is a part of the Online Learning Network, (OLN) the unit within the Department of Education which also coordinates;


eCentre and Student Freeway


CELO Online (Centre for Extended Learning Opportunities)


OLN manages the delivery of a range of online programs to students throughout Tasmania and provides support for Learning Services, schools, teachers and students working online.


Online Campus is Tasmania’s ‘virtual’ or online school. It objectives are to provide access to broad education pathways in all communities and support rural, isolated and small schools. 


Any Tasmanian school may choose to either deliver or receive an online personalised learning program. By enabling schools to personalise learning through adopting online approaches the Campus also aims to;


make education more relevant to the world students live in  


increase the engagement of students 


assist  schools to become more flexible 


foster collaboration between schools 


increase student retention


A variety of programs are available through the Online Campus including VET Certificate 2 programs such as Aged Care, Hospitality, Business, Retail and Children’s Services. The Campus supports many schools to access studies in languages such as French, German, Japanese and Indonesian. A range of other courses such as Aquatic Science, Business Enterprise, CAD, Maths Methods, Creative Writing, Programming, Sports Science, The Growing Child and Athlete Development are offered. It also offers some collaborative short courses for Primary students.


The Campus enables Tasmanian schools to support each other by delivering and receiving online programs. 


In the Campus model of personalised online learning inter-school collaboration is a feature. 


teachers in ‘Delivery Schools’ provide an online program to students in other schools 


students in ‘Receiving Schools’ are supported by a teacher who is playing a support role to online learners but who may be team teaching and planning with the delivery teacher 


the Campus Network manages this cross school delivery approach utilising the concept of a virtual learning environment based on the eCentre tools and services


the Campus provides funding to viable programs to provide teacher release from schools delivering a program and provides coordination, brokerage and support 


Much of the management of the Campus is distributed to an Online Teacher’s Network of mentors and teachers in schools who oversee many aspects of the operation of the Campus. The network provides professional learning and consultancy to teachers and principals wanting to provide flexible learning opportunities in their schools.
